Board your heritage CPH railmotors at Sydney 
Terminal and enjoy breakfast as we roll through 
the suburbs and Southern Highlands. After a 
short stop at Goulburn, we’ll cross the Cullerin 
Ranges for lunch at the historic Cootamundra 
West Station.
